Height: 12" -18"

Color: Various

Bloom Time: Dependent on species
Soil Moisture: Moderate

Exposure: S

Maintenance Practices

1. Plant bulbs in Fall and seed in Spring.

2. Dead head following bloom.

3. Divide as desired in Spring.

Potential Issues

1. Heavy seeder unless deadheaded prior to seed development.
2. Aggressive colonizer.

Alchemilla mollis

Height: 12" -18"
Color: Chartreuse
Bloom Time: April - June
Soil Moisture: Moist
Exposure: Partial Shade

Maintenance Practices

1. Dead Heading

2. Dead Leafing

3. Spring Clean-up

4. Divide in Spring or Fall (Every 6 years)
Potential Issues

1. Re-seeding

2. Leaf Scorch

Anemone x hybrida

Height: 2'-3

Color: White to Pink
Bloom Time: Aug - Sept
Soil Moisture: Moist
Exposure: PStoS

Maintenance Practices

1. Dead Heading if seed is not desired

2. Fall clean-up is desired

3. Tall varieties may need staking

4. Divide every 10 years

Potential Issues

1. Black Blister Beetles during mid summer
2. Japanese Beetles in June

Chasmanthium latifolium

Height: 2'-3

Color: Yellow Brown
Bloom Time:

Soil Moisture: Moist
Exposure: PStoS

Maintenance Practices

1. Remove seed heads when ripe to prevent spreading.

2. Divide in Spring if desired for containment

3. Cut back in Spring prior to active growth.

Potential Issues

1. Can be a heavy seeder.

2. Clump forming and can be aggressive once established.
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Dodecatheon meadia

Height: 12"

Color: Pink

Bloom Time: May to June
Soil Moisture: Moist
Exposure: PStoS

Maintenance Practices:
1. Do not disturb dormant plants.

Plants disappear in mid -summer
2. If desired can be divided when dormant.
Potential Issues:
1. Often forgotten and disturbed when dormant
2. Does not perform in heavy soils.

Epimedium x versicolor

Height: 12"

Color: Yellow
Bloom Time: April - May
Soil Moisture: Evenly Moist
Exposure: PS

Maintenance Practices:

1. Cut back damaged foliage in Spring.

2. Rarely requires division.

3. Muich to provide uniform moisture but tolerates dry soil
Potential Issues:

1. Slow to Establish
2. Will compete with tree roots for resources

Geranium ibericum 'Johnson Blue'

Height: 18"

Color: Blue

Bloom Time: June - Aug
Soil Moisture: Evenly Moist
Exposure: Partial Shade

Maintenance Practices

1. Best cut back in Fall

2. Trimming may be required to contain growth

3. Divide every 4th or 5th year

Potential Issues

1. Performs best under cool temperatures.
High temperatures may slow performance.

2. Adversely effected by drought.

Heuchera

Height: 12"-18"
Color: Varies
Bloom Time: June - July
Soil Moisture: Moist
Exposure: StoPS

Maintenance Practices

1. Shear old foliage in late summer.

2. Do not cut back in the Fall.

3. Remove flowers if grown for foliage
Potential Issues

1. Watch for frost heaving. Reset in Spring.
2. Flowers may detract from foliar display.
3. May sunscald if grown in full sun.
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Hosta

Height: Varies
Color: Varies
Bloom Time: White - Blue
Soil Moisture: Evenly Moist
Exposure: StoPS

Maintenance Practices

1. Dead head following blooming to prevent seeding.
2. Mulch to maintain uniform soil moisture.

3. Can be divided at any time, however, Spring is best.
Potential Issues

1. Possible late Spring frost damage.

2. Slug damage

3. Sun scald from full sun exposure.

Lamium macculatum

Height: 8"-12"

Color: White or Pink
Bloom Time: April to August
Soil Moisture: Moist
Exposure: PS to SH

Maintenance Practices

1. Prune back mid Summer to rejuvenate foliage.
2. Dead head after flowering

3. Trim back Winter Die back.

Potential Issues

1. If allowed to seed, hybrid seed will not germinate true to variety.

2. Can be slow growing until established.

Phystostegia virginiana

Height: 24"

Color: Wht to Pink
Bloom Time: July - Aug.
Soil Moisture: Moist
Exposure: PS to SH

Maintenance Practices

1. Deadhead to improve appearance and performance
2. Cut back by 1/2 in Spring to improve stature
Potential Issues

1. Can be aggressive once established.

2. Requires division every couple of years

Pulmonaria sp

Height: 10"-12"

Color: BLUE

Bloom Time: MARCH - APRIL
Soil Moisture: MOIST
Exposure: PS - SH

Maintenance Practices

1. Prune in Spring if foliage looks good in Fall

2. Prune back after flowering.

3. If desired, division can be done in late Summer.
Potential Issues

1. Heavy seeding

2. Powdery Mildew

3. Leaf Scorch
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
