Height: 3'-6'
Color: WHITE
Bloom Time: May
Soil Moisture: Moist 
Exposure: S TP PS
Maintenance Practices
As plants age they become leggy, rejuvenate by removing
by removing 1/3 of the most mature branches.

Potential Issues

1.  Leaf Spot 

2.  Fruit & Twig Blight

1.  Excellent Fall Color
2.  Very Hardy

Cotoneaster sp
Height: VARIES
Color: WHT/PINK
Bloom Time: MAY-JUNE
Soil Moisture: Moderate
Exposure: S TP PS
Maintenance Practices
1.  Prune to contain size.
2.  Do not cover with snow from walks.

Potential Issues
1.  Susceptible to Spider Mites and Aphids. 
2.  Severe Winters can result in heavy die back.

Berberis sp
Height: 3'-4'
Color: YELLOW
Bloom Time: APRIL-MAY
Soil Moisture: Moderate
Exposure: S
Maintenance Practices
1.  Fertilize in Spring to maintain vigor.
2.  Selectively trim to maintain natural habit in Spring

Potential Issues

1.  Avoid over watering

2.  Rust may be an issue

Diervilla sp
Height: 3'-4'

Color: YELLOW

Bloom Time: JUNE-JULY

Soil Moisture: Evenly Moist
Exposure: S  PS SH
Maintenance Practices
1.  Trim Winter dieback in Spring & even out plant
2.  Trim to encourage juvenal growth for full effect.
Potential Issues
1. May die to the ground in hard Winters
2.  If established can spread vigorously.

Hydrangea sp
Height: 3'-4'

Color: VARIES

Bloom Time: JUNE-SEPT

Soil Moisture: Moist
Exposure: S  PS
Maintenance Practices
1.  Some require trimming back hard in Spring
2.  Most bloom on new wood, trim in Spring.
Potential Issues
1.  Requires Winter mulch.
2.  H. arborescens can die back in a harsh Winter.

Hypericum sp
Height: 2' - 3'

Color: YELLOW
Bloom Time: JULY-SEPT
Soil Moisture: Moderate
Exposure: PS SH
Maintenance Practices
1.  Trim winter damage in Spring to maintain vigor.
2.  Do not over Water
Potential Issues
1.  May be susceptible to Wilt.
2.  Can be damaged from over watering

Kerria japonica
Height: 4'

Color: YELLOW

Bloom Time: APRIL-MAY

Soil Moisture: Moderate
Exposure: PS SH
Maintenance Practices
1.  Thin every few years to encourage new growth.
2.  Cut back to ground after bloom if appearance is 
     unsightly.
Potential Issues
1.  Can become over-grown.
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Rhus aromatica
Height: 2' - 3'
Color: GREEN NON-DESCRIPT
Bloom Time: April

Soil Moisture: Very Tolerant

Exposure: S TP PS

Maintenance Practices
1.  Very adaptable and truly maintenance free.
2.  Trim to taste to contain its spread
Potential Issues
1.  Tip die back is typical.
2.  Very aggressive once established
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SHRUBS

Rosa rugosa
Height: 3'
Color: VARIES
Bloom Time: JUNE-AUG
Soil Moisture: Moist

Exposure: S

Maintenance Practices

1.  Do not deadhead, let Hips develop for Winter Interest

2.  Prune after plants begin to leaf out.  Pruning too early

     can result in addition tip dieback.

3.  Water in morning to prevent disease.

Potential Issues

1.  Aphids and other insect problems

2.  Extensive dieback in some Winter

3.  Black Spot and Powdery Mildew

Spirea sp
Height: 2' - 3'
Color: WHT/PINK
Bloom Time: JUNE-JULY
Soil Moisture: Adaptable
Exposure: S
Maintenance Practices
1.  Trim following bloom to encourage additional blooms
     and to maintain appearance.
2.  Trim back to 18"s in late Winter to maximize bloom and contain size.
     (S. albiflora, S x bumalda, S. japonica)
3.  All other species should be trimmed following bloom since plants bloom on old growth. 

Potential Issues

Very hardy and maintenance free.  No specific disease or insect problems of note.

Salix purpurea
Height: 3'-5'
Color: NON-DESCRIPT
Bloom Time: Insignificant
Soil Moisture: Moist
Exposure: S

Maintenance Practices

1.  Prune back to ground in Spring to control growth and look as needed.

2.  Do not over water in heavy soils.

Potential Issues

Some manor insect problems but none worth mentioning.
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Syringa sp
Height: 4'-6'

Color: VARIES

Bloom Time: MAY-JUNE

Soil Moisture: Moist 
Exposure: S

Maintenance Practices

1.  Do not prune until after blooming.

2.  Trim to shape as desired.

Potential Issues

1.  Some species are susceptible to Powdery Mildew

2.  Lilac Borer can be an serious problem.

Viburnum 'Cayuga'
Height: 5'-6'
Color: WHT/PINK
Bloom Time: MAY-JUNE
Soil Moisture: Evenly Moist
Exposure: S TP PS

Maintenance Practices

1.  Trim to contain growth and habit.
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Potential Issues
1.  Bacterial Leaf Spot can be a problem with some Species.
2.  Most do not appreciate under watering.
3.  Potential for leaf scorch
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
